REMEMBERING THE PAST:
The Society of Antique Modelers (SAM) is an organization geared to flying replicas of model airplanes.  SAM calls models from the period prior to 1939, "antique", and prior to 1942, "old timer".    Dr. Walter Good and his brother are well known for their development of RC equipment back in 1937 and their plane the “Guff” hangs in the Smithsonian Institute.

My memories do not go back near that far.  In fact I hadn’t really though about my model beginnings until I took Glenn Gresens up on his offer of old modeling magazines.  Chris Timmons and I both took boxes of old magazines home.  In one of my boxes were American Modeler Magazines dating back to 1957, about the time I started modeling at the age of 11.  My good friend Richard Spencer built a Scientific Models Golden Hawk with a Cox Baby Bee .049 (control line) and within a couple of weeks I bought the same plan and this began my interest in powered model airplanes.  My next plan was a Stunt Master, also a Scientific Model.  Following this learning period, Richard built Flight Streaks and I built Ringmasters.

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It was also about this time that I saw my first RC airplane being flown at the Kleinpeter Farms Dairy on Airline Highway.  I remember very little about these plans but all were single channel with pulse operated rudder. 
I found it very interesting to thumb through these 1957 American Modeler Magazines trying to learn more about RC Modeling at that time.  One thing is for sure, these were very skilled modelers building very detailed models of which most were control line.  RC was limited to 2 channels, elevator and Rudder.  We have all herd of “Live Wire” planes, as there are still being built today, and deBOLT is a famous name in modeling history.
